LIVIU BORLAN

Liviu Borlan s-a nascut la 7 ulie 1936 in locali-
tatea Sanisldu, jud. Satu Mare, Intr-o familie de intelec-
tuali: tatal, un apreciat avocat si mama, profesoarad dej
pian. Aceasta i insufld iubirea pentru muzica si alaturi
de ea Incepe studiul pianului la varsta de 4 ani.

Dupa absolvirea liceului, in anul 1954, se in-
scrie la Facultatea de Drept - Universitatea “Babes
Bolyai” din Cluj Napoca, iar in 1959 obtine Diploma.
Se intoarce la prima dragoste, muzica, si se Inscrie 1a
Conservatorul din Cluj, la Facultatea de Compozitie,
Dirijat si Pedagogie. Aici are privilegiul de a studia cyj
renumiti profesori precum Sigismund Todutd, Cornel
Téaranu, Dorin Pop, Tudor Jarda si alte personalitati
ale artei componistice. In anul 1965 obtine diploma|
de licentd in compozitie la onservatorul din Bucuresti,
Catedra de muzica corala, profesor Irina Odagescu-
Tutuianu.

In septembrie 1966 se stabileste la Baia Mare,
unde va desfasura Intreaga lui activitate. Aici va ocupa
diverse functii: inspector la sectia de cultura a Sfatu-
lui Popular Regional, dirijor al Ansamblului de can-
tece si dansuri Maramuresul, profesor de armonie,
contrapunct, forme muzicale si estetica la Liceul de
Arta din Baia Mare, metodist la Consiliul Judetean al
Sindicatelor, instructor al Centrului Judetean de In{
drumare a Creatiei Populare Maramures. Realizeaza o
serie de inregistrari la radio si televiziune, ocupa pos-
tul de dirijor al Ansamblului National Transilvania din|
Baia Mare, formatie cu care face o serie de turnee dej
mare succes in Ungaria, Grecia, Republica Moldova si
Spania. Aceste turnee se aldturd altora intreprinse cul
formatii de amatori in Iugoslavia si Polonia, URSS,
Elvetia, Franta si SUA. A realizat numeroase turnee si
cu Ansamblul Folcloric Mara din Sighet.

Datorita activitdtii sale componistice, intrd n
Uniunea Compozitorilor din Roméania in 1970.

La 4 octombrie 1994, Liviu Borlan, cel mai
reprezentativ compozitor al Maramuresului din a douaj
jumatate a secolului XX, ilustru dirijor si profesor, s¢
stinge din viata.

Scoala Populara de Arte unde a profesat fi
poartd astdzi numele in semn de recunostinta.

Liviu Borlan was born on July 7th, 1936 in
the village called Sanislau, Satu Mare County, in an
intellectual family. His father was an acclaimed law-
yer and his mother a piano teacher. She instilled his
love for music and with her he began studying piano
at age of 4.

After graduating high school in 1954, he a-
ttended Law classes at the University “Babes-Bolyai
” in Cluj Napoca and obtained Graduation Diploma.
He then returned to his first love — music — and a-
ttended Conservatory classes in Cluj Napoca (today
the Academy of Music “Gheorghe Dima”) at the Fa-
culty of Composition, Conducting and Teaching. He
had the privilege of studying with renowned teachers
like Toduta Sigismund, Taranu Cornel, Dorin Pop,
Tudor Jarda, and many other personalities of the art
of composition. In 1965 he obtained the degree in
Conducting and Teaching and after that the degree in
Composition at the Conservatory of Bucharest, Cho-
ral Music — teacher Mrs. Irina Odagescu-Tutuianu.

In September 1966, he settled in Baia Mare,
where he carried on his entire activity, along which
he had various positions like: inspector in the De-
partment of Culture at the Regional People’s Hall,
conductor of “Songs and Dances Ensemble Mara-
mures” harmony, musical forms and aesthetics pro-
fessor at School of Art in Baia Mare, methodist in
County Board Unions, instructor at the County
Guidance Center of Popular Creation Maramures.
He performed a series of radio and television re-
cordings and was the conductor of Transylvania En-
semble in Baia Mare. Together with them he went in
several highly successful tours in Hungary, Greece
, Moldova and Spain. He also performed with ama-
teur bands in tours in Yugoslavia and Poland , USSR
Switzerland, France and the USA. He made tours
with Folk Ensemble Mara in Sighet, too.

Thanks to its composition, in 1970, he be-
came a member of the Romanian Composers’ Union

Liviu Borlan, the most representative com-
poser of Maramures of the second half of the 20th
century, died on October 4th 1994.

The Folk School of Arts where he professed
was named after him in sign of gratitude.

CLASSES

“Liviu Borlan International Choir Festival and Competition” is open to all mixed voices and equal
voices amateur choirs. Ninety per cent (90%) of all members of a choir, except the conductor, must be ama-
teurs (people who do not earn their main livelihood as singers).

COMPETITION REPERTOIRE

Each selected choir will present four (4) pieces as follow:

- A compulsory piece by Liviu Borlan which has to be chosen from a list of pieces selected by the Festival
Commitee.

- One piece sacred or secular, by a composer of the Renaissance, Baroque or Classical period. The Jury will
evaluate especially the fidelity to the style.

- One piece sacred or secular, written after 1900, performed a cappella.

- A folk or traditional song from the choir’s native Country.

Accompaniment may be provided by specific traditional instruments if required for authenticity. Re-
corded accompaniment is not allowed. An English translation of the lyrics or a summary of each score must
be sent. The total presenting time is 11-17 minutes of pure singing time (that is, the duration of the performed
pieces excluding applause and going onto or leaving the stage).

Choirs will be penalised two points for not respecting the time limits set out in the above rules.

ASSESSMENT CRITERIA

Choirs will be judged according the following criteria: INTONATION (weight 40% of the total);
FIDELITY TO THE SCORE (weight 15% of the total); SOUND QUALITY (weight 20% of the total);
PROGRAMME CHOICE (weight 15% of the total); OVERALL ARTISTIC IMPRESSION (weight 10% of
the total);

The jury may award a maximum of 100 points for each choir, as follows: 95,01-100,00: Outstanding;
85,01-95,00: Excellent; 80,01-85,00: Very Good; 75,01-80,00: Good; 65,01-75,00: Moderate.

According to the mark achieved, Bronze, Silver and Gold Diplomas will be awarded. If the choir does
not achieve a Diploma (mark under 65,01) it will receive a certificate of participation. Each member of the
Jury will write a report containing reviews and impressions about the performed repertoire of the choirs. The
reports, in English or in Romanian language, will be sent to the choirs by email after the end of the Competi-
tion.

The assessment will be made by a jury of 7 members, nationally and internationally acknowledged.

A written adjudication (with artistic and technical impression) will be given to every choir by each
member of the Jury.

GENERAL INFORMATION
- Should you need a piano for accompaniment during the competition, please specify this on the Competition
Enrolment Application Form; acapella pieces are recommended;
- Please specify the number of required music stands;
- During the competition each choir group will profit by suitable spaces for changing or for depositing per-
sonal effects and warm up (the rooms will be made available 30 min. prior the competition);
- The order of appearance in the two assessment series will be the one chosen by the draw made by the Artistic
Director of the festival;
- The Artistic Director of the festival reserves the right to add or alter the present regulations;
- The Jury’s decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into regarding any aspect of its decision;
- In no circumstances will any person (other than authorised officials) be allowed on the stage or backstage
during the competition;
- It is contrary to law to perform music if the score has been reproduced illegally. Should a choir do so, the
Festival accepts no responsibility for any action taken by publishers;
- The Festival Organisers and the Musical Director accept no legal responsibility whatsoever in respect of
anything pertaining to a choir’s participation in the Festival;
- Submission of an entry form and participation in the Festival implies acceptance of all the Competition Rules
and Regulations;
- The participants (through their representative) may be asked to take part in press conferences, round tables
and interviews;
- During the Festival, each choir will give a 30 minutes recital in Baia Mare according to the programme and
locations agreed upon by the organisers with a free-choice repertoire;

BROADCASTING AND RECORDING RIGHTS
It is a condition of participation that any choir must agree:
- that any performance it gives during the Festival may be broadcast live and/or recorded for subsequent
broadcast on radio and/or television without payment to the choir. All broadcasting rights to any performance
at the Festival shall belong to the Festival which will be free to dispose of them as it sees fit.
- The Festival shall be entitled to possession of any recording and shall further be entitled to reproduce, sell,
hire, offer them in any manner that it sees fit.

FESTIVAL FEES

The selected choirs, soon after the acceptance of their admission by the Organisers, must pay a deposit
of 75 Euros (non-refundable) towards the registration fees by 10 June 2016. Choirs which have confirmed
participation will be requested to pay by 10 July 2016, as a balance, 20.00 Euros for each member of the choir,
including the director and the pianist/musicians. The individual fee of 20 Euros includes 2 nights full board
accommodation (breakfast, lunch and dinner) in a 3 stars hotel. If a Choir decides not to participate after
sending the balance, the Organisers will keep 50% of that amount paid. If the cancellation by the choir will
come after the 1 August 2016 the Organisers will keep 70% of the amount paid. Cancellation: in the unlikely
event of cancellation of the Competition, fees will be refunded in full (deposit of 100 Euros and balance).

Interesat
de domeniul coral, a absolvit cursurile de Muzica
Liturgica ale Facultatii din Modena si ale Acade-
miei Internationale de Arte din Roma.

Este directorul artistic si dirijorul grupului
profesionist Musica Ficta Vocal Ensemble, a dirijat
concerte cu diverse corale din Italia, Lituania, Leto-
nia, Noua Zeelanda.

Domnul Angelini este Directorul Artistic al
Festivalului International Voices from America and
the Sound of the Organ. Este director artistic i mem-
bru al juriului in cadrul Concursului International de
Orga, Marcello Galanti, precum si a doua importante
Concursuri de Orga din Moscova. Este directorul ar-
tistic dar si unul dintre lectorii Workshop-ului Coral
International de la Rimini, unde, de altfel si preda.

Born in Bologna, Italy, Andrea Angelini be-
gan his piano studies as a child; he later earned a Doc-
torate of Music at Ferrara’s Frescobaldi Conservatory.
Particularly interested in piano pedagogy, after earning
a Master in Choral Conducting (1992), he studied music
therapy with Professor Cremaschi of Milan Univer-
sity. His interests led him to the choral field, he earned
a Bachelor studying Liturgical Music at Modena and
at the International Art Academy Rome.

He is the Artistic Director and Conductor of
the professional group Musica Ficta Vocal Ensemble,
has conducted concerts with the choirs from Italy,
Lithuanian, Latvia and New Zealand.

Mr. Angelini is the Artistic Director of the
International Festival Voices from America and the
Sound of the Organ. He is also the Artistic Director
and member of the Jury of the international organ
competition, Marcello Galanti. Moreover he has been
member of the Jury for two important Organ Compe-
titions in Moscow. He is the artistic director and one
of the tutors at the Rimini International Choral Work-
shop, where he also teaches.
